shot by native defenders Denton s true story has been lost or obscured by the persistent mythologizing by publicists for Texas
especially by pulp western writer Alfred W Arrington and by the self aggrandizing stories told by members of the Tarrant
raiding party His death came at a time when entrepreneurs were trying to attract Anglo settlers to the Republic of Texas and
were especially apt to glorify the early settlers Denton was further made a martyr of the church by Methodist historians
