on their backs This was a very inconvenient way of going to work as it entailed holding the alpenstock in one hand and using
the axe with the other So they thought of a better plan and had the alpenstock made thicker and shorter and fastened an axe
head to the top of it This was gradually improved till it became the ice axe as used to day and as shown in many of my
photographs This ice axe is useful for various purposes besides cutting steps If you dig in the head while crossing a snow
slope it acts as an anchor and gives tremendous hold while to allude to its functions as a tin opener a weapon of defence
against irate bulls on Alpine pastures or as a means for rapidly passing through a crowd at a railway station is but to touch
