enlarged the preliminary data trying to show people their own position in relation to the New Knowledge I found that the
chief difficulty for most people was to realise that they had really heard new things that is things that they had never heard
before They did not formulate it for themselves but in fact they always tried to contradict this in their minds and translate
what they heard into their habitual language whatever it happened to be And this certainly I could not take into account I
know that it is not an easy thing to realize that one is hearing new things We are so accustomed to the old tunes and the old
