the aim of the artist So at the Universal Exposition of 1855 he withdrew his pictures from the exhibition grounds and set
them in a wooden booth just outside the entrance Over the booth he posted a sign with large lettering It read simply Courbet
Realist Like every revolutionary he was an extremist He ignored the fact that to every artist the truth of nature appears
under a different guise according to his way of seeing and experiencing Instead he adhered to the notion that art is only a
copying of nature and not a matter also of selection and arrangement In his contempt for prettiness Courbet often chose
subjects which may fairly be called ugly But that he also had a sense of beauty may be seen in his landscapes That sense
