female kin networks women s volunteer organizations class and race divisions emancipation Sherman s invasion of Georgia
veteran aid societies rural migration to cities and the postwar employment of white women and children in industry Whites
concludes with an account of how elite white Augustans reconstructed themselves in the postwar years By memorializing
their dead and mythologizing their history in a way that presented the war as a valiant defense of antebellum domesticity
