them sweet and He also heals all our diseases Before the building of the house of God the Bible speaks of the springs of
water Exo 15 22 27 the water out of the cleft rock 17 6 and the water from the well Num 21 16 17 Christ as the living
spiritual rock was smitten by the authority of God s law so that the water of life in resurrection could flow out of Him and into
His redeemed people for them to drink After God s people built the house of God in the good land the Bible speaks of the
river of God s pleasures Psa 36 8b the river whose streams gladden the city of God 46 4 a fountain going forth from the house
