either a Republican or a Democratic rival were slim Johnson stayed in the fray Confederates exerted one the Democratic
party and he succeeded The Republican contender emerged victorious much as Johnson had calculated and therefore in a
somewhat perverse this strengthened Johnson s political clout for another day The day came in 1874 when he launched his
campaign for the U S Senate Johnson labored mightily throughout the state in this cause by the time the legislature convened
he was the major contender for the post But Democratic party successes in the gubernatorial and legislative elections had
encouraged a number of other hopefuls Eventually the legislature staged fifty five ballots before Johnson carried the day in
